The ASEAN International Conference “Conservation on the Coastal Environment” 
2. Problem to be addressed

About 60 percent of the world’s human population live close to the coast and this proportion is expected to increase along with growing urbanization, industrialization, transportation, etc. Coastal ecosystem is affected by various kinds of factors such as river discharge, eutrophication, harmful algae, natural disasters (eg, flooding, earthquakes, tsunami, sea-level rise), human-made hazardous chemicals. Therefore, conservation on the coastal environment is one of the most important environmental issues in the world. In the ASEAN countries, reasonable management of the coastal environment should be necessary. Ecosystem in the coastal area is also related with water quality and water balance. Thus, we focus on management of water resource and conservation of coastal ecosystem based on scientific evidence in the conference. In order to establish the well-organized network system on the conservation of coastal environment and to improve the activity of young scientists, administrators, technical experts, the organizing committee intends to hold The ASEAN International Conference “Conservation on the Coastal Environment” with cooperation of ten ASEAN countries at Chulalongkorn University, Bangkok, Thailand on 12-13 November 2007.

3. Background, Problem Analysis and Justification

A. Background  

Conservation on the coastal environment is the most important issue in sustainable development management throughout the world. Agenda 21, Millennium Development Goals, and the International Decade for Action (Water for Life) 2005-2015 recommend commencing actions for improving water resource management and conservation of coastal ecosystem with collaboration of related countries.In order to establish the well-organized network system on the conservation of coastal environment and to promote the activity of young scientists, administrators, technical experts, it is necessary to exchange information on current environmental problems in the ASEAN regions and to establish the network and education system in the ASEAN regions with the leading experts of the ASEAN countries.
B. Problem Analysis and Justification

· Among various kinds of environmental issues, the organizing committee of the conference wishes to focus on the selected items in the 2 day-conference, and to continue to forward the activity to other important environmental fields through the meaningful discussion during the conference.
· First of all, the present coastal environmental issues have been caused by insufficient management of human activities. Especially, the ASEAN regions face severe marine pollution by hazardous chemicals such as organochlorines compounds, organotin compounds, and heavy metals. In order to find the effective way to solve these environmental issues, the ASEAN International Conference “Conservation on the Coastal Environment” is scheduled as the first step. 
· The leading scientists, young scientists, administrators, and experts will be invited from the ASEAN countries in this conference. Main objectives are to exchange the hot information concerning coastal environment in the ASEAN regions, to improve recognition of scientists and administrators as well as distinguished experts, the ability of the key-persons related with the coastal environment, and to establish the well-organized network system on the coastal environment. 
·  In this training course, participants can learn the basic scientific knowledge concerning coastal pollution of hazardous chemicals,  coastal ecosystem, and data analysis method using the textbook “Mankind and the Oceans (eds. Nobuyuki Miyazaki, Zafar Adeel and Kouichi Ohwada)”, which was published from the United Nations University Press in 2005. The most useful analysis methods of hazardous chemicals and data analysis are indicated by the followings.
1. Chemical analysis method of organochlorine compounds: concentrations of organochlorine compounds are measured using gas chromatograph with electron capture detector (GC-ECD: Hewlett-Packard 6890 series) and a gas chromatograph with a mass selective detector (GC-MSD: J & W Scientific, Folsom) for quantification. 

2. Chemical analysis method of organotin compounds: concentrations of organotin compounds are measured using a gas chromatograph with a flame photometric detector (GC-FPD: Hewlett-Packard, HP-4500). 
3. Chemical analysis method of heavy metals: concentrations of heavy metals are measured using an inductive coupled plasma-mass spectrometer (ICP-MS: Hewlett-Packard, HP-4500). Concentrations of Se and Hg are measured with a hydride generation atomic absorption spectrometer (Shimadze, HVG-1 hydride system) and a cold vapor atomic absorption spectrometer (Sano, Model HG-300), respectively. 

4. Data analyzing system: Mann-Whitney’s U-test is employed to detect species, gender and tissue difference of element concentration. Spearman’s rank correlation coefficient is used to measure the strength of the association between age and element concentration. A one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) with Dunnet’s test is used to compare the different experimental groups to the control, using p<0.01 for statistical significance. These analyses are executed by the program STACEL (OMS Publishing Inc.).
4. Possible Solutions


The purpose of this section is to ensure that alternative strategies or approaches to solving the problem have been identified and assessed by the five following activities; 

1. To collect current information on coastal environmental issues, 
2. To find the best way for solving them,

3. To know the advantages and disadvantages of pursuing each strategy, 
4. To discuss the reasonable management for solving environmental issues,

5. To establish the international research system on these environmental issues.

5. Objective and Success Criteria

Objectives
The five following environmental items will be discussed during the conference;

1. To know present situation of contamination by hazardous chemicals such as organochlorine compounds, organotins compounds, and heavy metals in the coastal areas of the ASEAN regions,

2. To collect the information on ecosystem and biological impacts by these hazardous chemicals in the coastal areas of the ASEAN regions,
3. To establish the well-organized network system in the ASEAN regions,

4. To encourage activities of the young scientists, administrators, technical experts related with the coastal environment issues,
5. To show future direction for comprehensive and reasonable management system. 
Success Criteria

As success criteria, we will make publication of the proceedings of the conference and booklet with CD-ROM concerning “Conservation on the Coastal Environment”, and to disseminate them to all of the ASEAN scientists and institutes having great interest in conservation of the coastal environment. These are more useful for public people, administrators, and policy makers to understand the current situation of coastal environment and future treatment against these problems. The main outcome of this activity is showed in the next item “Outputs”.
6. Outputs

The conference takes note of the understanding current environmental aspects in the ASEAN regions, and the knowledge for identifying the environmental issues using the higher technological method. The useful and successful results would lead to enhance the cooperation among ten countries of the ASEAN in terms of conservation of coastal environment. The proceedings of the conference and booklet will be published and distributed to the related institutes of ASEAN countries as well as the specialists. Actual outcome is expected as the followings;

1. Participants from the ASEAN countries learn the international criteria of chemical analysis on hazardous chemicals such as organochlorines compounds, organotin compounds and heavy metals, and thereby such scientific approach to current situations of coastal water environment would be good reference to stakeholders for considering environmental situations in the region, 
2. Participants from the ASEAN countries improve their knowledge in terms of the conservation of coastal environment, and they will be able to disseminate their knowledge to the institute and the people of each country in the ASEAN, 

3. Participants from the ASEAN countries can enhance international cooperation with specific environmental problems among the ASEAN countries, and they will be able to make network system within their own countries,
4. Participants from the ASEAN countries can make the strong partnership with the members of the conference and they will be able to establish the well-organizing network system within their own countries,
5. By receiving the proceedings and the booklet of the conference, those who are involved with research for environmental conditions of the region would make themselves acquainted with a lot of meaningful and advanced knowledge.

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8.  Management and Implementation Arrangements

Management Arrangements
In order to achieve these objectives, we will have the ASEAN International Conference “Conservation on the Coastal Environment”. All of the participants will arrive at Bangkok, Thailand on 11 November 2007, attend the conference at Chulalongkorn University on 12-13 November 2007, and leave for their countries on 14 November 2007. They will stay at guest house of Chulalongkorn University during the conference. The conference will be held at special hall of the Chulalongkorn University with cooperation of the President of Chulalongkorn University and the Ministry of Environment, Thailand. During the conference the organizing committee will prepare the special training course for the participants. The programme of the conference is shown in the Appendix Table 1. During the conference, the organizing committee will have special time for making strong friendship among the participants in lunch time and the reception. The organizing committee will publish the proceedings of the conference and the booklet for disseminating the contents of the conference. 

Implementation Arrangements

This project was planned with consideration of the distinguished scientists of the ASEAN regions. The members of the organizing committee strongly recommended this project with their governments’ understanding. Prof. Nobuyuki Miyazaki, this project manager, has organized a lot of the international conferences related with the coastal environment in the world. He has responsibility for the achievement of this project. As the project’s outputs, he has actual plan on publication of the proceedings of this conference, which will be distributed to the scientists, administrators, policymakers, institutes of the ASEAN countries.
